Purpose, Objectives, Policies

Statement of Purpose

The Community Partnerships for Protecting Children’s Fall Conference focuses on issues important to advancing and sustaining the Partnerships approach throughout Iowa. It provides an opportunity for participants to come together and share ideas. It assists professionals, community members, volunteers, and families in their work to ensure that everyone takes responsibility for keeping children safe from abuse and neglect. 

Target Audience

This conference is intended for anyone whose goal is to keep children safe from abuse and neglect.  This includes Community Partnerships sites, parents, volunteers, child abuse prevention councils, the Department of Human Services, Community Empowerment Boards, Community Decategorization Boards, service providers, educators, faith communities, local and state- level public officials, law enforcement, and anyone who advocates for children and families.
